These songs are the culmination of a musical collaboration which began 35 years ago. We first met in 1990, as young, aspiring Blues musicians playing with our mentor, Canadian Blues-folk artist Ted Cooper. Playing with Ted was our musical education, where we learned to play, to perform - to live and breathe as musicians.

Following those first years with Ted, we played hundreds of shows together, as members of various bands, and as an acoustic duo, but only recorded sporadically, mostly as guests on each other's projects. Over the years we also went our separate ways, playing with various known artists (Miki Gavrielov and Knesiat Hasechel for Assaf, Joe Louis Walker and Lucky Peterson for Dov, among many other things), branching into different styles to form our own unique sounds. But we always came back to playing together, because even in the most stripped down format – just one guitar, one harmonica and two voices – we always felt our show was more powerful than with any other band.
So after over 30 years we decided it was time to take that to the next level, and write and record new, original songs together. The result is a mixture of 6 songs that cannot really be fit into a single musical category, but draws power from the many various styles and experiences that form our musical identity. You may have a hard time deciding what genre these songs are, but we feel like they have a style, a statement and a beauty that is all their own. We hope you enjoy "World moved on"!
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
